MULTI-GATED ACQUISITION (MUGA)
Purpose
A MUGA scan is performed to evaluate the pumping of the heart, particularly the left ventricle. Wall motion abnormalities can also be detected. 

Procedure
The procedure requires 2 injections into a vein of the hand or arm. An injection of pyrophosphate is given first, followed by an injection of a small amount of a radiopharmaceutical 20 minutes later. You will be hooked up to an ECG monitor and asked to lie very still while a camera is positioned at 3 – 4 different angles. 

Preparation/Side Effects
There is no preparation for this test. The test last approximately 45 minutes to 1 hour. There are no known side effects.

Results
The computer processed data is reviewed by our Nuclear Cardiologist and a report is sent to your Physician.
