NUCLEAR STRESS TEST - 1 DAY PROTOCOL
Procedure
The test involves an injection of a small amount of a radiopharmaceutical which circulates in the bloodstream. This clear liquid can be Cardiolite, Myoview or Thallium.

Purpose
This test will show if your heart muscle is receiving adequate blood supply under stress and rest conditions. 

Preparations/Side Effects
Fasting is required 3 hours prior to the test (2 hours for Diabetics). Avoid caffeine products 24 hours prior to your test day. You should continue to take medications as directed, with small sips of water, unless otherwise noted by your Physician. Comfortable clothing and shoes should be worn as you will be walking on a treadmill or riding a bicycle. A sweater or light jacket may be needed as stress rooms are kept very cool. 

Any stress procedure may have some risk, keep in mind the benefits far outweigh the risk. Radiopharmaceuticals have been show to be safe with low incidence of adverse reactions. This testing and materials are used routinely worldwide, under Physician supervision, for myocardial perfusion imaging. None of the radiopharmaceuticals are “dyes” and there should be no serious side effects from their injection.

Additional Information 
The test consists of three parts:

        You will have an intravenous (IV) line put in your hand or arm; you will feel a slight pin-prick. The radiopharmaceutical tracer is then injected through the IV. You will not feel anything from this injection. Once the tracer circulates through the body, you will be asked to lie on a special table with the left arm up, while the gamma camera rotates above and around your chest. 

        The second part of the test consists of exercise by walking on a treadmill, riding a bicycle or in some cases, your Physician may decide to use a drug to mimic the effect of exercise on the heart.

        The final part of the test is lying still on the table to allow the gamma camera to take additional photos of your heart. 

This test takes approximately 2-3 hours.
